BParkathave children in the EDP program have
received this message via email directly.

Please be advised that the Extended Day Program operated by the Ottawa-Carleton District School
Board will be cancelled on Friday, November 20th, 2015. Please be advised that the OCDSB extended
day programwill not be able to offer full day child care on November 20th, a scheduled professional
activity day. The continuing sanctions by OSSTF support staff have made it extremely difficult to ensure
an accurate registration process and this creates a serious impact on our safe arrival process. We
under stand the difficulties thiswill cause for parents, but cannot proceed when we are unable to assure
the safety of all of our students. The cancellation appliesto all EDP programs operated directly by the
OCDSB. Those sites which are managed by a third party operator will continue to operate.
